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Word of faith teaching is not a heresy to be obliterated, but a
theologically premature movement that needs significant
reconstruction. Word of faith theology is within the bounds of
orthodoxy because of its historical roots in Holiness/
Pentecostalism and its exaltation of the biblical authority. These
elements provide sufficient theological foundation to seek
correction and not condemnation.
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The writings of E.W. Kenyon lack theological sophistication and, in
part, reveal a departure from the most sound of hermeneutical
principles. However, the whole of his teachings falls within the
bounds of historical orthodox Christianity, on the fringe perhaps, but
still within orthodoxy.
